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Welcome to The Salisbury Network! This hands on course requires students to become part of a crew to deliver Livestreaming of school events, create and deliver highlight packages and create promotional videos/news stories for the school! 

Brand new to TSN/Comm Tech.?

Students who are brand new to TSN and have not taken the option Comm. Tech., will be assessed in these 6 modules. Each of these = 1 credit:

COM 1005: Visual Composition
COM 1105: Audio Video
COM 2105: A/V Production 1
COM 2125: A/V Post Production 1
COM 3115: A/V Production 2
COM 3125: A/V Post Production 2

Each student must successfully complete COM1005 Visual Composition before moving on to any of the other areas.

***Students are expected to complete 6 modules this semester***

Assessment

Because this course offers such a diverse selection of tasks, your mark will be determined through a combination of:
· Performance Based Assessment (85% of total mark)
· Quality of work, participation, organizational skills and teamwork/dependability (includes peer evaluations).
· Bi-Weekly Reflections (15% of total mark)
· Specific area Workshops


Bi-Weekly Reflections (15% of total mark/module)

Every 2 weeks, you will be required to complete a written/typed reflection of the work you have done. In each reflection piece, please discuss:

· What specific tasks did you work on/complete
· What challenges (if any) did you face while working on your project
· What is something you have learned this week
· What is your goal for next week?

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Areas to try!

· Digital Signage: Control the T.V.’s in the school. Add messages, videos, etc to keep the student body informed throughout the semester

· Livestream Events: Student’s control a live, online broadcast! Commentate sports events, use instant replay, control score clock’s! This area can be run by as little as 2 students and as many as 9 students at 1 time! This area would require after school hours.

· News Stories: Shoot and edit your on News item! This content can be used during our Livestremed events, or on our digital signage!

· Promotional Videos: Produce promotional videos for Salisbury (ex. Open House video, welcome day video, etc.)

· Your own projects: See instructor
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	Not to worry! If you have taken one of these courses before, you will automatically be enrolled in Salisbury’s Work Experience 35 course (already shown in PowerSchool). 

We enroll you in Work Experience 35 to allow students the flexibility to take BOTH TSN & Comm. Tech without limiting any credit options in each course. Students can earn up to 5 credits in the Work Experience stream this semester.

How it Works

	Off-Campus Education (OCE integrates a student’s academic study and related work experience with cooperating teachers/employers in the appropriate fields of business, industry, government, social services, and other professions.

	Every 25 hours a student attends class or works lunches/after school events, a student will achieve 1 (30 level) credit. Just counting in-class time this semester, a student can earn 4 credits (attendance is key!). If a student works an event after school, this also counts towards your final credit total. Theoretically, you can earn up to 10 credits in Work Experience 35!

HCS 3000

	Prior to being accepted as a Work Experience Student, you must complete a pre-requisite online course called HCS 3000. Once completed, this will also count as 1 credit!

	This course can be done at home or at school, but MUST be completed for student’s hours to count towards credits.

Assessment

	The student’s final grade will be determined by the teacher using all assessment information and data gathered throughout evaluations, forms, assignments and student self-assessments as listed below. 

	Evaluations will be assessed for Employability Skills under the categories of Work Habits, Communication and Interpersonal Skills, Workplace Skills/Attitudes and Workplace Knowledge.
